Discussion on Density Continues

I recently discussed with an acquaintance who favors tall buildings (10 floors and higher) in Jefferson Park along 
Milwaukee Ave. His stance is that we need more places for people to live without understanding the impact.   

 
In 2007 a Study was performed by Skidmore, Owings, & Merrill LLP on the Milwaukee/Lawrence Corridor to de-
velop the area to add 1400+ apartments through a change of zoning outside of its current zoning. We pointed out 
that the increased density would cause overcrowded schools, sewage issues, and traffic increases. 

 
I am not in favor of skyscrapers in Jefferson Park. I am in favor of construction to increase density within the 
neighborhood's character, which is also part of the Platform of the JPNA in which members voted.  We urge 
neighbors to be part of the JPNA to become involved.

Are you curious about what it takes to become a Chicago 

Police Officer? A special course through the Citizen's 

Police Academy gives community members nominated across 

the City a taste of what it's like to be a Chicago Police 

Officer. The goal of the program is to inform members of 

the community everything that goes into the Department.  

The course is 9 weeks and meets once each week for three-

and-a-half hours. It offers overviews of topics like 

Procedural Justice and Physical Skills. Participants learn 

about the mental and physical work necessary to be a police 

officer, and they get an opportunity to be hands-on and 

learn handcuffing, takedowns, and go through an obstacle 

course.  

It truly is a small sampling of what officers experience. The 

classes feature the department's organization, technology, 

and demonstration of the topics. Community members are 

given the opportunity to ask questions of the presenters. 

Presenters are from various units within the department 

such as Organized Crime, Investigative Services, Patrol, 

Internal Affairs, and more.  

So now that you know the basics about Citizens Police 

Academy, All you have to do is apply. The applications are 

released between September and October. It will be 

announced via social media and the Chicago Police
